
	Non smoker
	An adult who smoked at least 100 cigarettes in his life but not currently being a smoker.

	Smoker
	An adult who has smoked 100 cigarettes in his or her lifetime and who currently smokes cigarettes.

	Someday smoker
	An adult who has smoked at least 100 cigarettes in his or her lifetime, who smokes now, but does not smoke every day. Previously called an “occasional smoker”.

	Daily smoker
	An adult who has smoked at least 100 cigarettes in his or her lifetime, and who now smokes every day. Previously called a “regular smoker”.

	Quit attempt
	From 1991 on, a quit attempt was more quantitatively defined as having stopped smoking for one day or longer with the intention of quitting.

	Former smoker
	An adult who has smoked at least 100 cigarettes in his or her lifetime but who had quit smoking at the time of interview from at least 6 months.
